How to make:
01  Cut out the main flower, leaves 
and a variety of smaller flowers and 
circles. Mix and match the shades to 
suit your style.

02  Use ordinary red cotton to add a 
few cross details and circular centres 
to your cut-out flower shapes. 
Here’s your chance to get 
experimental with your stitching!

03  Thread the length of red cord 
onto a thick tapestry needle. 
Holding the flowers in place with 
their inner circles, begin threading 
them through and fixing with a knot 
behind the flower so they don’t slip.

04  Continue until all the flowers are 
in place. Remember to space them 
evenly as you go along leaving a 
gap to tie the necklace at the ends.

05  Finally, secure two buttons onto 
your chosen accent flowers with a 
few simple stitches.
